Call to Order

President Albrecht called the Virginia Business Education Association Annual Business meeting to order at 8:07 and recognized the 2008-09 VBEA board, thanking them for contributions this year and the hard work provided in preparing for the conference.
Secretary/Treasurer Reports

The minutes of the 2008 Annual Business Meeting were distributed on the tables.  The minutes stand approved as printed.

Copies of the Treasurer’s Report were also distributed. The report will be filed for audit.

Business & Information Technology Program Update

Judith Sams, Business and Information Technology Program Specialist, presented the Business and Information Technology program update.  She reported that Business and Information Technology enrollment last year topped 180,000.  Co-operative education students in Business and IT numbered 1,247 students earning over $5.5 million last year.  Beginning with the 2010-11 ninth grade class, every student will need to earn one credit in economics and personal finance by the time they graduate.  Finance, 6120, has been changed to the new name of Economics and Personal Finance.  All of the competencies have been revised to include all of the SOL requirements passed by the General Assembly for the new mandated graduation requirement. Courses that have been revised include Programming, Advanced Programming, Medical Systems Administration, Legal Systems Administration, and Computer Solutions.  All revisions are posted on VERSO.  Training was offered again in the summer for IT Fundamentals, Keyboarding Methodology, and Virtual Enterprise.  In preparation for presenting to the College Board for approval as an AP course, an AP Accounting project workshop was held this summer with 31 teachers participating.  More information will be sent to teachers as it becomes available.  The Financial Literacy Summit is scheduled for October 13 in Richmond.  The announcement will come out on the ListServ.  Sample pathways have been created for Journalism and the Visual and Performing Arts.  They are posted online.  Gordon Creasy held Webinars to help explain industry certifications and answer questions on training, testing, and reporting.  Mississippi State University is offering the Insurance Education Institute again this year at the conclusion of the conference for those who have pre-registered.  New teachers need to send their email address to be added to the ListServ to keep up with current information.  Remember SBEA in Huntsville, AL in October and NBEA in San Diego, CA in March.
