Review of Emphasis for 2008-2009
President Albrecht reviewed some of the goals from 2008-2009 and asked awards chairmen for updates.  There was an increase in applications in some areas and less in a few areas.  The Call for Presenters worked well, but we still want to get more local teachers involved in presenting.  She asked board members to encourage teachers to apply for the awards by March 1, 2010.  
It was suggested that a map of regions be added to the VBEA website.  Dana Dingell will send Judy Sams a map of regions on the FBLA website for approval.  It will be sent to Lydia Bell to post.
NBEA Follow-up
President Albrecht reported that the gift cards donated by VBEA for the NBEA Silent Auction were very successful.  Betty Humphreys, NBEA/SBEA representative shared a letter recently received from NBEA.  
VBEA Handbook
President Albrecht requested that board members review their duties in the handbook and determine if any changes need to be made from the 2008 update.  Board members were reminded that the January reports are bi-annual reports, and the August board reports are annual reports reflecting what was accomplished from August to August.
New Business

A Great Ideas “brainstorming” card was passed out to board members by Great Ideas Chair Glenna Hensdill.  Board members were asked to come up with ideas for the next Great Ideas theme for the Professional Task Force meeting on Thursday.
