
VBEA PROFESSIONAL SCHOLARSHIP GUIDELINES


For


VBEA Members Working Toward Advanced Degrees or Recertification

To expand and promote VBEA financial scholarship opportunities for business teachers in the Commonwealth, VBEA sponsors two $750 scholarships for VBEA members who are currently working toward advanced degrees or recertification.  Scholarship recipients will be invited to the annual summer conference where the scholarships will be awarded.

1.   Scholarship application forms shall be obtained from the VBEA web site (www.vbea.net) or requested from Judith Sams, Virginia Department of Education, P O Box 2120, Richmond, VA 23218-2120; Telephone 804-371-0196; FAX 804-530-4560; E-mail Judith.Sams@doe.virginia.gov.
2.   Scholarship applications shall be postmarked no later than March 1.
3.   The number of scholarships awarded shall not exceed two.

4.   The recipients shall remain VBEA active members in good standing for at least two years following acceptance of scholarship funds.  In the event of non-compliance, funds must be returned to VBEA.

Minimum requirements for scholarship awards shall be the following:
A. Applicants must be VBEA members in good standing and must have held membership for at least two continuous years as of February 1 of the current school year.

B. The applicant must be enrolled in graduate level work in an accredited institution of higher learning.

C. Applicants must meet reasonable standards as far as scholarship, professional services, and evidence of potential for future service.

D. Candidates must show promise of distinction in Business Education.

E. Importance is attached to the contributions of the candidate to VBEA and other organizations.

F. There shall be letters of recommendation from the applicant's administrator, and an active VBEA member.
