Reports

Treasurer Rhonda Doak distributed copies of the treasurer’s report. Congratulations to the conference planners and all people who were involved. A grant was received for hosting the conference at Hotel Roanoke. Judy thanked Dana and Dana thanked Judy and together they negotiated a wonderful deal for the certification vouchers. Yvonne asked for clarification on cash in checking account. Profit and loss statement was filed.
The treasurer’s report was accepted as presented and will be filed for audit as approved. Online Registration- 31 people used the online payment option but not everyone has used a credit card. Rhonda has sent out e-mail reminders to get the payment. The dues will be reevaluated if the merchant service fees become too high.
Judy Sams reported the recent updates going on at the VDOE.  She announced the new Director Lolita Hall, giving a short bio. She will be invited to the summer conference. Curriculum revision for Office Administration course is being done electronically, and next semester Desktop Multimedia and Web Technologies will be revised by a team.  After the next set of courses gets revised, there will be a schedule posted to maintain curriculum updates. Economics and Personal Finance, is on track for 9th graders entering into 2011- 12 school year.  NBC News has put all their resources on an archives $399.99. VDOE will reimburse $300.00 to the school division. Funding will allow for the school division with an 18 month contract. Administration may want to view the Superintendent’s memo released 12/3/10. Michael Mills gave thanks for the FBLA Foundation. Financial Summit needs to move to October 10th or change the location.  It may be in Roanoke. A new Business and Information Technology reference sheet was distributed, and the new fax process was explained.

Integrating VA wizard into the lesson plans- Now is a great time to get this information out to the teachers.
