3.   LEARNING ACTIVITIES/INSTRUCTION 

	Introduction (hook)
Discussion of experiences in working in teams. 
Advantages and disadvantages of working as a team.
	What students are doing
Students will get in groups of 3-4.  Names will be drawn to determine group assignments.

Students will collaborate with each other on cruise ship scenario.

Students will answer assessment questions after making the group decision. 

Students will participate in active discussion of team roles, conflict resolution, and team building. 
Students will break into collaborative working teams of individuals with career interests that are the same, or at least similar.

As a cooperative learning team of four to five students, students will develop five interview questions for a career in which the team is interested.

Within the cooperative learning team, students will break into pairs.  Each individual should interview a different person and bring the answers back to share with the group.  
Students will come back to cooperative learning team and discuss how interviews went.  

Students will complete collaborative team worksheet and personal assessment inventory.

Student assessment questions, discussion, and personal inventory.
