	Students will know: Microsoft PowerPoint and Microsoft Publisher skills and techniques.
Students will do: Student will follow the directions for using Publisher to create the survey. Coupled with a partner, the two students will visit 2 classes to explain & administer the survey. They will make charts based on the acquired data in Excel or PowerPoint. Students will demonstrate writing, speaking, and listening skills on a level required for employment in a chosen career field, & decision-making, reasoning, problem-solving, and self-presentation skills.

	2.   STUDENT ASSESSMENT 

	Prior knowledge

Student will use previously acquired skills in Microsoft Publisher & Microsoft PowerPoint.
	Ongoing throughout lesson

Student reviews Publisher skills and learns how to take a created document using graphic techniques and design guidelines. Then the student will see how to use such a document in real life. They also will learn how to work in teams and build their reasoning & presentation skills.
	By the end of the lesson

Student will print and duplicate the survey and receive a grade on how the document meets the design guidelines. The groups will be graded on the quality of the actual presentation & on presentation skills. Finally, team members will access each other on group interaction & participation.

	
3.   LEARNING ACTIVITIES/INSTRUCTION 

	Introduction (hook)
Present student with the survey ideas. These are items that the school administration wants to find out about the student application (will change with each lesson depending on ideas received by administration). 
	What students are doing
Students can brainstorm on possible conclusions. Students decide on how to ask questions after hearing how questions can be asked. Students design their survey instrument.
	Conclusion
Students create & present their findings with a conclusion to answer the administration’s questions.
