3.   LEARNING ACTIVITIES/INSTRUCTION 

	Introduction (hook)
· Introduce the relevance of the Module by going to the preschool academy website we will be creating these coloring books for and explain our objective.

· Show several examples of the finished product.
	What students are doing
· Students will be given guidelines for placement and layout on the best outcome for their graphics.

· They will decide the theme for their coloring book and sign up for it so we will have various themes.
· We will learn how to take a graphic (picture) and edit and remove the color or fill to make a coloring picture by demonstrating and doing it together. 

· They will be given directions on what is required to create the coloring book.

· Once the inside is completed, we will review the binding and final compilation of their coloring book.
	Conclusion

· Students will turn in a completed coloring book with their rubric to be evaluated.

· Once they are graded, we will hand write a few notes to give to the preschoolers with the coloring books and prepare them to send.

	5.   Other Resources Needed/Comments (optional)

	This was such a rewarding Project for the students because it was so meaningful. They were using the skills they had learned in class and creating something that would be used in the "real world." RESEARCH/BEST PRACTICES/STRATEGY
This lesson definitely practiced the infusing of rigor, relevance, and relationship as it relates to Business and Information Technology.

· Rigor-The Advanced Computer Information Systems class in Virginia Beach is now called the Advanced Microsoft Certified Application Specialist class. You can see from the competencies listed in this lesson plan that the students are acquiring the skills necessary to obtain Microsoft certification and the majority of my students do obtain two certifications in this class. These industry certifications will go far with them in the future.
The class has also changed paradigms and is no longer a classroom but a workplace and my students have become employees. In "The Company," employees clock in and out daily, they maintain mailboxes and files, they experience the office manager position, they set goals and work in modules. This lesson plan (module) was created in a business environment and employees went through the business steps required to complete their projects.

· Relevance-The relevance of this Project is the most important aspect about the Project. The students knew they were creating these coloring books to be used by a preschool academy in our community. This made this Project very real to them and motivated them to not only complete it, but do a good job on it!

· Relationships-This Lesson Plan brought a strong bond between our community and the classroom. When the students saw pictures and the hand written notes from the preschoolers, they were so excited! The director of the preschool told me that the children's parents were also impressed and very pleased with the relationship we had built between them and our public schools.  We need more of these types of projects to extend into our communities.

EVIDENCE OF STUDENT LEARNING/UNDERSTANDING

I think the evidence and understanding is clear as stated above. The students (employees) produced a beautiful finished project using the desktop publishing skills they had learned in this lesson.
That was evident in the grade and feedback they received on the rubric. Also, their understanding of the skill they learned in this lesson will be tested again when they take the Microsoft certification exam.
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
