Using a storyboard, design a professional web-based portfolio to include a resume and examples of their best work

Using Adobe Acrobat 9, complete an electronic portfolio which will be used as (1) final exam grade; (2) a working document that can be given to colleges and/or employers as evidence of acquired skills; and (3) a work in process which will be maintained as additional skills are learned in subsequent years.  (Note:  this project can be completed as a web site in Dreamweaver of Flash)
